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/ Afghan Hound:
One of the most competitive dogs in the show ring. A hunter at heart. A reluctance to
come when called. Will chase small animals outside but will coexist peacefully inside.
Gentle with children may not be playful enough with them. Not overly affectionate.
Reserved with strangers, some can be timid. Requires daily exercise, best suited as a
housedog with access to the outdoors. Grooming commitment required.
Health concerns: no major health concerns, minor concerns include cataracts.
(FYI: in my personal experience this breed is very difficult to train and headstrong.)

" Basenji:
Has a lack of barking ability and yearly, rather than twice yearly estrus cycle. Feisty,
clever, stubborn, independent and reserved. Although it does lack barking ability it is not
mute, a yodel or shriek is emitted. Can get along well with other dogs but rarely gets
along well with other basenjis. Requires daily activity.
Health concerns: Fanconi syndrome, PRA, enteropathy, PPM, PK, hypothyroidism.
Colors: red, black and tan or brindle all with white feet, chest and tail. Can also have
white legs, blaze and collar.
(FYI: I have never met a friendly Basenji. Use caution when restraining)

- Bassett Hound:
Among the most good natured and easygoing of breeds. Amiable with other dogs, other
house pets and children. It is calm but needs regular exercise to stay fit. A talented and
determined tracker, not easily dissuaded from its course. It tends to be stubborn and slow
moving. It has a loud bay that it uses when excited on the trail. The Bassett needs mild
daily exercise; it is best suited to being a housedog with access to a yard. Requires
minimal grooming but tends to drool.
Health concerns: OCD, elbow dysplasia, thrombopathy, entropion, ectropion, otitis
externa, glaucoma, vWD, gastric torsion, CHD. Patellar luxation.
Colors: any recognized hound color.

~ Beagle:
One of the most amiable hounds, it was bred as a pack hunter and needs companionship,
human or canine. Given adequate exercise, it is a calm tractable house pet. Excellent
with children it is gentle and incredibly tolerant. It barks and howls. It needs daily
exercise. Can live outdoors in temperate climates with shelter. The beagle is noted for
its melodious bay. (*)
Health concerns: intervertebral disk disease, CHD, glaucoma, epilepsy, CPRA,
hypothyroidism, patellar luxation, chondrodysplasia, cherry eye, distichiasis, KCS.
Colors: any true hound color.
(FYI: the beagle’s bay is anything but melodious, irritating and obnoxious is a better
desciption)
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Not a prototypical housedog makes an exemplary pet. It is mellow, amiable, calm, and
unobtrusive indoors. Outdoors it is a strong hunter but can be difficult (impossible) to
turn from the track after it starts trailing. It is strong, independent, and stubborn. It is
gentle and tolerant of children but may be too independent to satisfy a playful child. It
may bay or howl. Can run for miles but is content with a moderate jog or long walk.
Most Coonhounds drool to some extent, ears should be checked regularly.
Health concerns: CHD, ectropion, hypothyroidism.
Colors: black and tan

v Bloodhound:
Has a calm manner at home. It is tough, stubborn, and independent, yet it is so gentle and
placid that it is extremely trustworthy around children. Although it is an active playful
companion it may not be playful enough for some children. It is not easy to train for
traditional obedience. It needs a good deal of daily exercise. It drools a lot and ears drag
in food and require regular cleaning.
Health concerns: ectropion, entropion, gasiric torsion, otitis externa, skin-fold dermatitis,
CHD, elbow dysplasia,hypothyroidism
Colors: black and tan, liver and tan, and red

 Borzoi:
A breed of quiet elegance, it is a well mannered housedog indoors. Outdoors it races
with wild abandon and chases everything. Independent but very sensitive, can be timid.
Needs exercise daily. Sheds a lot at times. Can hunt in cold climates and has retained the
greyhound build needed for running but is larger and stronger than a greyhound.
Health concerns: gastric torsion, cardiomyopathy, hypothyroidism
Colors: any

Dachshund:

It is bold curious and always up for adventure. Likes to hunt and dig. It is good with
children from its family but may snap at strange children. The longhaired varieties may
be quieter and less terrier-like. Needs moderate exercise. Amenable to city living, does
best in a house with a yard. Obesity is a common problem

Health concerns: intervertebral disk disease, KCS

Colors: solid red, sable, or cream; black and tan, chocolate and tan, wild boar and tan,
gray and tan, or fawn and tan; single dapple (lighter color set on darker background, as in
a merle); double dapple (white in addition to dapple); brindle

(FYI: most are snippy with strangers, use caution when restraining as they are strong and
difficult to hold, the only breed that ever bit me badly)

American Foxhound:

Although not a house pet it is well mannered in the home. It gets along with human or
canine companionship. A tolerant, amiable and gentle dog, even though not
demonstrative. They are highly sociable and should not be expected to live alone. It
needs daily exercise, preferably long walks or jog. This is not a city dog, it loves the
outdoors. It bays.
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English Foxhound:

Traditionally a pack dog, it makes a stately housedog. It needs companionship from
humans or other animals. Although it is an easygoing dog it needs plenty of exercise. A
good jogging companion. It is not well suited for city life. It bays.

Health concerns: None

Colors: any good hound color

~ Greyhound:
The greyhound is quiet, calm, and extremely well mannered indoors. Most greyhound
pets are adopted as retired racers so they are used to being kenneled or living is small
spaces, this makes them a good apt. dog. They are good with other pets if raised with
them. They are reserved with strangers, very sensitive and sometimes timid. They are
eager to please. Needs daily exercise. Can run into danger so exercise should be in a safe
area. It is built for speed. Executes the double suspension gallop.
Health concerns: esophageal achalasia, gastric torsion, osteosarcoma
Colors: immaterial (includes black, gray, red, fawn, either solid or brindled, either whole
colored or spotted)

Harrier:

Amiable, tolerant, and good with children. It needs daily exercise, but these needs can be
met with a long walk or jog and a vigorous game in the yard. It does not do well when
left alone, enjoys playing with other dogs. Tends to bay or bark when lonely or bored.
Health concerns: CHD

Colors: any

v Ibizian Hound:
Retains great hunting instincts. It relishes the opportunity to chase anything. Unlike
most sight hounds it barks when chasing. It is a gentle, mild-mannered, even-tempered,
and loyal, and makes a quiet house pet. An athletic and independent dog it needs daily
exercise. Ideal exercise allows the dog to stretch out at full speed. Not usually kept as an
outside dog.
Health concerns: seizures, allergies
Colors: white or red (from light yellowish red to deep red), solid or in any combination.

-~ Irish Wolfhound:
A large dog it is known as the gentle giant. It is a soft natured, easygoing breed. Itis
calm, sensitive, patient, easygoing and sweet. It’s speed, size and power enable it to take
down large prey. It is good with children, pets and other dogs. It enjoys a long walk and
a chance to stretch. It needs ample room to stretch out on a soft surface.
Health concerns: gastric torsion, elbow dysplasia, cardiomyopathy, OCD, osteosarcoma,
CHD
Colors: gray, brindle, red, black, white, or fawn
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Combining the traits of the hounds and spitz-like dogs, this breed is bold, playful,
independent alert, and boisterous. Enjoys the outdoors and cold weather. It is
constructed for agility and endurance, rather than speed. It needs exercise daily
otherwise it becomes frustrated or destructive. May quarrel with stray dogs. Tends to
pull when on the leash unless trained, it barks a lot.

Health concerns: CHD, hot spots, kidney disease (renal dysplasia), sebaceous cysts
Colors: gray, with lighter undercoat and undersides. Muzzle, ears, and tail tip are black

 Otterhound:
Close to extinction the otterhound is amiable with other dogs. Once on a trail it is
determined, single-minded and nearly impossible to dissuade from its task. At home it is
boisterous, amiable, and easygoing, although stubborn. It is quite good with children. It is
a low-key dog that can function as a quiet companion. It needs daily exercise. It hasa
loud, melodious voice that carries for long distances.
Health concerns: CHD, gastric torsion, elbow dysplasia, CTP.
Colors: Any

Petit Basset Griffon Vendeen

It is a merry, inquisitive, tough, busy dog. Always on the look out for excitement. A true
hunter at heart. Amiable and playful it is good with children, other dogs and most pets. It
is stubborn and independent. It tends to dig and bark. It requires little exercise. It is
happiest when dividing time between house and yard.

Health Concerns: Otitis externa, CHD, PPM, some retinal and cornial conditions.

Color: White with any combination of lemon, orange, tri-color, or grizzle markings.

. Pharaoh Hound
Although it is calm indoors, it loves to run. It is sensitive, loving, gentle, and good with
children and other dogs. Reserved with strangers and some are even timid. The breed has
a unique characteristic of “blushing” when exited, with the nose and ears turning a rosy
color. Enjoys the chance to streach it’s legs, but exercise can be managed with daily
walks and the occasional sprints. It can sleep outside in warm climates, but prefers to
sleep with its family. Although considered a sight hound in America, it hunts by using
both sight and scent.
Health concerns: None
Color: Tan or chestnut, with a white tail tip desired.

Plott Hound

Originally bred to hunt bear and coons, the Plotts first nature is to sniff up a cold trail. It
makes a good transition to a family dog being eager to please and loyal. It is very wary of
strangers, but it will warm up quickly. It can be a ferocious fighter if pushed. Plotts are
easy keepers, but must have a securely fenced yard. They need companionship, the
opportunity to hunt and they enjoy swimming. It is stream lined and agile, yet powerful
with great endurance. It does not back down from a challenge.

Health concerns: none
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Color: Any shade of brindle, including blue; solid black, brindle with black saddle, black
with brindle trim, buckskin; Some white permissible on chest or feet only.

Redbone Coonhound

Redbones are generally easygoing. They want to be with their people and are eager to
please, but become bored with formal training. They get along well with people, children,
and dogs, but may not do well with small pets. Exercise is a must and they do well with
daily walks or jogs and do well with swimming. Traditionally they are kept outdoors,
however they are very family oriented and make good indoor dogs as well. Some tend to
drool. They have a loud melodious voice when trailing or exited.

Health concerns: None

Color: Solid red preferred; Dark muzzle and small amount of white on brisket and feet
permissible.

Rhodesian Ridgeback

A somewhat protective dog, it is loyal to its guardian. It is good with children and
especially protective of those in its family. It is strong willed and powerful. Some can
become domineering. It is good with other dogs, although males can have dominance
disputes. It loves to run and needs daily mental and physical exercise to keep from
becoming bored. It is a family member and a housedog, preferring to sleep indoors. It
must have an athletic build to bring down big game. Its stride is efficient and long.
Health concerns: CHD, hypothyroidism, elbow dysplasia.

Colors: Light wheaten to red wheaten; nose can be black, brown, or liver

" Saluki:

Perhaps the most ancient breed of domestic dog. Also called the Persian Greyhound,
Gazelle Hound or Tazi. Tends to be aloof or shy and reserved with strangers. Very
devoted to family but not very affectionate. Very gentle with children but may not be
playful enough. Should sleep inside in all but the warmest climates. Can not withstand
extended time outside in the cold. Must have a soft place to sleep or can develop
callouses. A very thin dog, can be a picky eater.

Health concerns: hemangiosarcoma, cardiomyopathy

Colors: white, cream, fawn, golden, red, grizzle, black and tan, tricolor, or any of these
on a white background.

Scottish Deerhound:

Mellow, low-key, casy going and well mannered. Needs plenty of room to stretch out.
Independent but willing to please. Very sensitive and may be reserved with strangers.
Good with children and other pets but may give chase to strange animals. Requires a
good amount of daily activity. Physically able to live outside in temperate to cool
climates but prefers to live inside with the family. Needs soft bedding to prevent
callouses.

Health concerns: bloat, cardiomyopathy, osteosarcoma, cystinuria, atopy

Colors: all shades of gray.

Very sensitive and can not take harsh corrections or rough treatment. Makes a good
apartment pet. Intensely dislike the cold and can not live outside. Has very short, fine
hair and is free of the ‘doggy’ smell.
Health concerns: Eye
Colors: immaterial
